The Orphanage

In the early 1900s in the small town of
New Milford just south of Rockford lived a
doctor and his wife, James and Fannie
Rosecrance. While they had no children of
their own, their dwelling was frequently the
home of lost and neglected children to
whom they offered their love and comfort.
Out of the continuing concern for needy
children, Dr. and Mrs. Rosecrance left pro-
visions in their wills for the establishment
of a children’s home to care for those chil-
dren in need. Following is an excerpt of
Fannie Rosecrance’s will:

It is my purpose in the following bequest
for establishment and conducting a chil-
dren’s home in my residence ... to make
possible the Christian training of such
children ... conducted by kind persons
who will in some measure take the place
of parents in the hearts and lives of the
little ones entrusted in their care.

From this bequest, the Rosecrance
Memorial Home for Children was incorpo-

rated, four years after
the death of Fannie
Rosecrance, on
August 11, 1916. The
homestead was o _
remodeled to provide Rosecrance Memorial Home
living quarters for 12 (circa 1916)

to 18 boys referred by

the courts and social agencies. The
Members of the Methodist Church, of
which the Rosecrances were former mem-
bers, joined together to establish the Board
and the orphanage.

In the early 1950s, the State of Illinois
widened the road in front of the orphanage.
As a result, the home was too close to meet
State child welfare regulations. In addition,
there was a growing need to accommodate
more boys. The decision was made to move
the Home to Rockford, and land was pur-
chased on Alpine Road for the new facility.

Expanded Services
On November 1, 1953, Rosecrance moved
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90 Years

of Caring

to the new campus on Alpine Road and
focused its attention to helping trou-
bled teenage boys. But in 1969,
Rosecrance expanded its program to
serve girls through the acquisition of
Martha Hall Home for Girls, located in
Dixon, Illinois. That same year,
Rosecrance established a foster home
program for boys and girls who were
not able to return to their homes when

they were released from these facilities.

In total, Rosecrance had the combined
capacity to serve 24 youth with emo-
tional/behavioral problems.

Within four years, this capacity more
than tripled. In 1973, the Winnebago
County Boys Farm School in Durand,
[linois (which was established in
1907) merged with Rosecrance and
was renamed the Rosecrance Rural
Campus. This facility alone had the
capacity to serve 60 youth.

In 1977, Rosecrance closed Martha
Hall and embarked on new territory by
moving the female residents to the
Rosecrance Rockford Campus and
developing co-educational services.

In response to the changes at
Rosecrance, Don Allen, Executive
Director, felt that it was important to
get the purpose and needs of the
agency out to the community. In 1978,
Rosecrance began a Sunday Morning
weekly 20-minute radio show on
WKKN to address this need. All
recordings of the show were done at
Rosecrance. People within a 150 mile

Substance Abuse Treatment

In the 1980s, Rosecrance experienced
a growing need for substance abuse
treatment within their population of
youth with behavioral issues. This need
was also felt in the community. In June
1982, Rosecrance responded to this
need by dedicating the Rosecrance
Rockford Campus to serve youth who
were dependent on chemical sub-
stances. The facility’s name was
changed to Rosecrance Center and had
the capacity to serve 23 youth: 12 boys
and 11 girls. Rosecrance Center was
the first of its kind in Northwest

Mlinois. In addition to the new ser-
vices, Rosecrance also experienced a
change in leadership in 1982. Philip
Eaton was appointed Executive
Director of Rosecrance on October 19
and still holds that position today.

For the next two years, the Rosecrance
Rural Campus successfully continued
to serve those youth who had severe
behavioral problems while Rosecrance
Center focused on youth with sub-
stance abuse issues. In 1984, the Rural
Campus was sold to Maryville and thus
ended an era in Rosecrance’s history
but began a new one.

To reflect the changes in its services,
on December 15, 1986, the agency
changed its name from Rosecrance
Memorial Homes for Children to
Rosecrance, Inc. and refined its mis-
sion. The Rosecrance Center became a
freestanding, co-educational inpatient
treatment program of Rosecrance, Inc.
The Center quickly became one of the

leading treatment centers in the
Midwest.

During the 1980s, Rosecrance also
experienced an interest of former resi-
dents wanting to give back to and
remain connected with Rosecrance. In
1985, a Speakers Bureau of recovering
individuals was formed. These individ-
uals educated and informed the
community about substance abuse and
treatment. In 1986, a group of former
Rosecrance Center patients established
the first Alumni Club, which is still
active today.

Expansion and Growth
To address the growing need of sub-

stance abuse treatment outside the
Rockford area, Rosecrance opened
numerous satellite offices within the
next few years. Offices in Freeport
(1989), Rochelle (1989) and Belvidere
at Highland Hospital (1994) offered

assessments, counseling and treatment.

In 1992, Rosecrance began treating
adults with substance abuse issues
when it took over all operating func-
tions of Alcare, a publicly-funded adult
substance abuse treatment center in
Rockford and changed the name to
Evergreen Recovery Center. A new
parent corporation, Rosecrance Health
Network, was also created. This parent
corporation provided management serv-
ices for both Rosecrance Center and
Evergreen Recovery Center. Within
three years (1995), Evergreen Recovery
Center moved to a new $5.3 million,
76-bed adult treatment center and
changed its name to Rosecrance on
Harrison now known as Rosecrance

In the years between 1995 - 2000,
Rosecrance experienced tremendous
growth. In 1995, Rosecrance added
HealthNetwork EAP to its group

of affiliates. Formerly run by
SwedishAmerican, this Employee
Assistance Program was the oldest
existing EAP in Winnebago County.

Rosecrance Health Network continued
to expand its programs with the devel-
opment of the following: HomeBase
Recovery Home (1996) for recovering
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mothers and their children; Monarch
Recovery Homes (1997) for adolescent
females; RoseTech Industries L.L.C.
(1998) to provide transitional employ-
ment for recovering adults and the
Academy Day School (1999) for at
risk-youth.

Although Rosecrance services were
expanding, the demand for substance
abuse treatment was increasing even
more. The Rosecrance on Alpine
facility, which was 50 years old, could
not adequately accommodate the youth
who needed treatment. In early 2000,
Rosecrance embarked on its biggest
project ever: to build a $14 million,
78-bed, state-of-the-art adolescent
treatment center. In 2004, the
Rosecrance Griffin Williamson Campus

(RGW) opened.

From the Rosecrances’ vision in the
early 1900s grew an unwavering com-
mitment to provide the best care possi-

ble for youth with special needs.
Throughout the years, Rosecrance
expanded its programs to serve chil-
dren, youth, adults and families. In the
next 90 years, Rosecrance services
may change with the needs of the
community, but the fundamental
purpose of Rosecrance will hopefully
remain the same—to provide help,
hope and recovery to those in need. =

Redesigned the Family Education

Rosecrance completely revamped the
family education programs at RGW and
RHC to focus on evidence-based treatment

practices covering a broad range of topics
essential to a family systems approach to
recovery. The new program at RGW is a
three-day, 15 hour, weekend session.
RHC’s is held on three successive week-
ends, with a total of 10 1/2 hours. Nearly
73% and 58% of families participated at
RGW and RHC respectively. Participants
report increased knowledge, confidence
and skill in responding to the challenges
and demands of family recovery.

Implemented Rosecrance
Recovery Lifeline for Youth and

Parents

This telephonic continuing care program
provides counseling, recovery and support
services to youth who have completed
either inpatient or outpatient treatment at
Rosecrance. It responds to geographic bar-
riers and offers access to support services
for three to six months post discharge. Staff
are available 24/7 for inbound calls and
initiate follow up with each patient/family
on a regular basis.
