l Plastic clothes hangers and 

laundry basket 
l Alarm/radio-clock*
l Laundry detergent
l Feminine hygiene products 

(if applicable)

l Disposable razors
l Shampoo, conditioner, hair gel
l Soap (must be in pump or plastic 

container)
l Cigarettes (allowed, but not preferred)
l Pillows/bedding material (optional)
l Toothbrush and toothpaste 

(must have plastic container 
for toothbrush)

l Small amount of cash for personal use

l Liquid medication (unless 
pre-approved by medical staff )
