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Cheryl entered detox, then inpatient treatment followed by the out-

patient program. When Cheryl and Veronica returned for photos for

this story, it had only been one week since Cheryl’s final group ses-

sion. She said she missed Rosecrance. It felt like home, but, even

better, now home feels like home.

“She fills the fridge. Now, it’s what do I choose, not I have nothing

to choose,” says Veronica. “I can count on her, day after day.” For

her, this is the mom she remembers from six years ago, before the

nearly fatal car accident that started Cheryl on her addiction.

“I’ve learned life is precious. Time is a gift.
There are boundaries and sometimes saying 
‘no’ is a good thing.” - Cheryl

“I used to think of taking [Veronica] shopping as a chore because

it took me away from my addiction,” adds Cheryl. “How could she

respect a mom who let pills control every aspect of her life?”

Now, Cheryl has taken control of her life. She wakes early in the

morning to journal, a habit she got into while in treatment.

Writing started her dreaming about her future. She wants to write

a book, maybe return to her radio career, but most of all she wants

to restore relationships, including the one she has with God.

Part of restoring her relationships is learning how to be a mom.

She struggles with saying “no” to her kids, but is coming to accept

that sometimes denying them what they want is giving them what

they need. She is accepting that they are growing up, and she

missed much of it. She also knows she is a role model to more

people than she ever imagined.

“I was at [the grocery store] the other day and a man walked up to

me. He didn’t look like someone you would think had a problem,

but there we were. He was telling me of his struggles with addic-

tion and I listened,” says Cheryl. “I know he saw me on the show,

and that’s okay. It is good to be that person who can listen now.”

Veronica is pursuing her dreams, too. She is passionate about

marine biology and is hoping to take part in a program through

the Shedd Aquarium this summer. “I’ve always had dreams. I just

didn’t know where to start them,” Veronica says. “Now, I do.”
